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Animal Licensing  

In the last newsletter you 
were informed of the new 
ordinance passed that re-
quires all animals in the 
city limits to be registered 
and licensed with the City 
of Gerald.  The Mayor 
and Board of Aldermen 
would like to thank every-
one for helping to make 
this run as smooth as pos-
sible.  To date over 200 
animals have been regis-
tered in the city limits  

and there are still more 
coming in for licenses.  
The cut off date was  
extended to April 30 to 
meet the demand of the 
Tri-County Vet Mobil 
that comes to town every 
year to offer rabies shots 
at a lower rate.  Even 
though the $5 fee time 
frame is up for getting 
your animals licensed, 
you can still get your 
animals license for a fee 
of $10.00.  We do ask if 
you haven’t already got 
your license, please  
come in to the city hall 
and get this done.  The 
city is using all of the  
money received from 
licenses for animal    
control.  We have been  

working the past couple 
of months fixing up our     
animal holding facility 
to meet state require-
ments.  We are pleased 
to say we passed in-
spection and now have 
a license to begin   
picking up stray       
animals.  We have also 
hired an Animal     
Control Officer to pick 
up any strays.  If you 
are aware of any ani-
mals running at large 
please feel free to call 
the City Hall or Police 
Station to have them 
picked up.  We believe 
this will benefit all citi-
zens and help to control 
the stray animals in 
town.

COMMUTER PARKING LOT CHANGES 
The Board of Aldermen 
held a special meeting April 
22 to discuss several new 
items in fixing up the town.  
One item that was talked 
about was the east com-
muter parking lot across 
from Quickorner.  There 
have been several com-
plaints about tractor trailers 
and other big trucks parking 
there and then people not 
being able to see around  

them coming off of Main 
Street.  After some discus-
sion the Board decided to 
write up an ordinance stat-
ing that all trucks or trailers 
over 24,000 ton will not be 
allowed to park in the com-
muter parking lot.  Instead 
they will need to park to the 
back of the West Commuter 
parking lot across from 
Suzy’s café.  Signs will be 
put up to enforce this new  

rule and the ordinance will 
be passed at the next regu-
lar Board of Aldermen 
meeting in May.    



Trash Pickup 
In the past couple of 
months the City Hall has 
been receiving several 
complaints about Swinger 
Sanitation not picking up 
trash at certain residents.  
The City Hall does notify 
Swinger on each occasion 
and have found that most 
of the time residents are 
putting out the wrong type 
of trash can or the wrong 
type of trash.  Here is a 
list of rules directly from 
Swinger Sanitation that  
will help you get your 

trash picked up every    

time.  If you have questions 
concerning these rules 
please feel free to contact 
the City Hall or Swinger 

Sanitation. 

1. Senior Citizen’s are al-
lowed three (3), 33 gal-
lon cans or six (6), 33 
gallon bags of regular 
household refuse 

weekly. 

2. Non-Senior Citizen’s 
are allowed five (5), 33 

gallon cans or eight (8),  

 33 gallon bags of 
 household refuse 
 weekly. 

3. Each bag or can 
should weigh no 
more than fifty (50) 
pounds. 

4. Regular household 
items are all that is 
allowed.  Please do 
not include things 
such as tires, paint, 
yard waste, remodel-
ing items (carpet, 
paneling,drywall), 
etc.

Please make 
sure all trash cans have 
lids so that it will keep 
stray animals out of the 
trash and keep the trash 
from blowing every-
where.  With the help of 
everyone working to-
gether to clean up their 
yards, Gerald will look 
great for visitors and 
those that reside here. 

 

BULK TRASH PICK UP TO BE HELD JUNE 10TH 
The city will be  
holding the yearly 
bulk trash pick up for 
all residents of Gerald 
on June 10th, 2008.  
Items that will be 
taken during the City 
Wide Pick-up include 
things such as, small 
pieces of furniture, 
televisions, old cloth-
ing, and household 
trash.  Each resident  

will be allowed 3 
bulky items and 3 
small items.  Items not 
being taken are any 
appliances, water heat-
ers, tires, wheels or 
rims, yard waste, liq-
uids such as paints, 
construction debris 
such as sheet rock, 
shingles, wood or 
metal, concrete or 
rock.  Loose items   

must be boxed with a 
weight limit of less 
than fifty (50) pounds. 



 NEW ORDINANCES PASSED 
In the past several month the Board of Aldermen have been very busy passing new 
ordinances that they feel will benefit residents. The ordinances passed are outlined 

below so you will know what has been going on: 

Ordinance #626 - Derelict Vehicles 
This ordinance was amending chapter 215, section 215.030 pertaining to open storage of 

damaged, disabled and/or unlicensed vehicles.   
 

SECTION 215.030: OPEN STORAGE OF DISABLED AND/OR UNLICENSED VEHICLES 
 
A. Definitions.  As used in this Section the following words shall have the meanings set out  below: 
 
 DAMAGED, DISABLED OR UNLICENSED VEHICLE:  Any vehicle which is not registered or  
 is improperly registered with the State of Missouri or without proper license plates affixed; has  
 been inoperable on public or private property for more than forty-eight (48) hours or is in such a   
 state of repair as to be inoperable, except those on the premises of a duly licensed automobile junkyard. 

 
JUNK: Any metal, glass, paper, rags, wood, machinery, parts, cloth, or other waste or 
discarded material of any nature or substance whatsoever, or scrap or salvage materials. 
 
PERSON:   Any person, firm, partnership, co-partnership, corporation, or other 
organization of any kind. 
 
PROPERTY:  Any land owned by the City or located within the City Limits, not including 
streets and highways. 
 
STREET OR HIGHWAY:  The entire area between the boundary lines of every publicly 
maintained way when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for purposes of 
vehicular travel. 
 
VEHICLES:  Any machine propelled by power other than human power designed to travel 
along the ground by use of wheels, treads, runners, or slides including but not limited to 
automobiles, trucks, trailers, motorcycles, tractors, buggies and wagons, or any part thereof. 
 

B. Damaged, Disabled or Unlicensed Vehicle.  Any person who allows any damaged, disabled or unli-
censed vehicle, part thereof, or junk, to be located on any property, street, or highway which presents a 
hazard to children, or harbors tall grass, weeds, or other vegetation, or creates a fire hazard or affords a 
breeding place or nesting place for mosquitoes, flies, rodents, rates, or other vermin; or any vehicle, part 
thereof, or junk, allowed to remain unmoved on any street or highway for forty-eight (48) hours shall be 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.  Each day of violation shall be deemed a separate offense.  Nothing in 
this section shall apply to a vehicle which is stored safely within a permanent and enclosed structure.

  
SECTION TWO: Paragraphs C through J inclusive shall remain unchanged within Section 
215.030, as enacted in Ordinance No. 369, 7-8-93. 

Ordinance #628 - Trash, Nuisance 

This ordinance amends chapter 215, section 215.020 pertaining to waste, junk, trash, gar-

bage, rubbish or other discarded items on public or private property. 
 
SECTION 215.050: TRASH, NUISANCE 

 
 It shall be unlawful for any owner or lessee of real estate within the City of Gerald to fail to maintain 

the real estate, public or private, up to the public roadway surface.  Such property shall be free of all 
trash, garbage, junk, waste, rubbish, and other discarded items.  Any violation of this section shall be 
punishable in Gerald Municipal Court by a fine of up to Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00).

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 ORDINANCES CONTINUED . . . . . . . . . . . 

Ordinance #629 - Disabled Parking 

This ordinance amends Title III, by adding thereto Table III-D to Schedule III pertaining 

to physically disabled parking spaces, consistent with section 365.090. 
 
SECTION ONE: Schedule III- Table III-D, within Title III of the Code of the City of Gerald is  
   hereby added consistent with Section 365.090 and shall hereinafter read as follows: 

 

 TABLE III - D. Physically Disabled Parking 
 

 One space on the west side of the Park Roadway near  the restrooms within the City 
Park. 

 One space at the Northeast corner of the Parking lot near the Ballfields within the 
City Park. 

 One space at the Southeast corner of the Parking Lot near the Ballfields within the 
City Park. 

CITY LIMITS EXTENSION CONTINUES. . . . 
The City limit extension is well under way.  The Board of Aldermen held a 
Public Hearing on April 10th before the regular meeting to allow citizens the 
chance to voice their opinion.  Some came with questions, however, good 
feed back was heard by those that attended.  The final step in the process is 
sending in all the necessary paper work to the MO Hwy Transportation Com-
mittee for final approval.  Once we have this complete we should be able to 
finish up the extension.  The extension is 
proposed to go down Hwy H to Antioch 
Road, Hwy Y to Wheeler Road, and Hwy 50 
to Springfield and Klemme Roads.  This ex-
tension will  affect the Hwy right of ways 
only.  Outside residents will have the option 
to annex in once complete, but will not be   required to do so.

CITY OF GERALD 
BOARD OF ALDERMEN MEETING PROCEDURES 

March 14, 2002 
(Amended April 22, 2008) 

 
1. Any person requesting time to address the Board of Alderman at their regular monthly 

meeting shall call, or stop by the City Hall and speak with the City Clerk at least 48 
hours prior to the regularly scheduled meeting.  The information requested from the City 
Clerk will include a specific topic to be discussed.  Any pertinent questions or informa-
tion for the Board should be submitted in writing with a signature. 

2. Mayor shall recognize only one person in a group or singularly to speak before the Board 
of Aldermen.  The speaker will be required to come to the podium and speak to the 
Board directly. 

3. Time shall be limited to five (5) minutes for presentation with a maximum of fifteen (15) 
minutes for redress by the Board of Aldermen. 

4. The Mayor has the power to terminate any discussion when it becomes redundant, repeti-
tious or not relevant to the topic. 

5. No other person, other than the members of the Board and the person having the floor, 
shall be permitted to enter into any discussion, either directly or through a member of the 
Board, without the permission of the Mayor. 

6. In case of any disturbance or disorderly conduct, the Mayor shall have the power to re-
quire the council chamber to be cleared, if necessary.
